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Each school and college has its own policy
on the provision of learning materials.
Your preferred school or college will
supply details of costs associated with
individual courses.

Field courses may be included as part

of courses such as A-level Biology and
Geography and students will be expected
to bear part of the cost. Other courses
offer opportunities for external residential
training.

Many students will have opportunities
to undertake work experience. Students
enrolling on courses that require work
experience may incur travel expenses.

For students who are classed as home
students and are 16 to 18 there are no
fees for tuition, registration or first-sitting

Once you have made up your mind what
you want to do, you should complete an
application form

® Forms are available from your high
school in Harrow or directly from one of
the colleges

® You should apply to your first choice of
school or college

® Details of how to fill in your application
and where to send it are attached to the
form

® You will be offered a guidance interview.

® The school/college will consider your
(predicted) grades and reference when
deciding whether to offer a place.
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examinations. Students may be asked

to contribute to the cost of materials in
some courses or resitting examinations.
Details are available from each school and
college.

To be classed as a home student you
must:

® Have been resident in the UK or an EU
member state for at least 3 years

® Be a refugee or asylum seeker in receipt
of income related state benefit

® Have been admitted to the UK for
settlement

® There may be exceptions to the above
conditions.

Each of the schools and colleges will be
able to advise you on your status and
whether you will be expected to pay fees

® Proof of your status may be required
(passport, Immigration and Nationality

® Your application will be acknowledged

® The offer of a place is conditional on
your achieving the appropriate entrance
qualifications.

Details of these are indicated in
prospectuses or course information
leaflets from each school or college. You
will be given details during your guidance
interview

® An appropriate programme will be
negotiated

® Where a school or college does not offer
a place, your application will be passed
to your second choice

® The offer of a place will be confirmed

® Students from outside Harrow are
welcome to apply directly to the school or
college of their choice

® [f you do not meet the entrance
conditions of your original offer, every
effort will be made to place you on an
alternative course in September.

The 16-19 Bursary scheme now replaces
the EMA. The bursary is designed to

help support young people who face the
greatest financial barriers to participation
in education of training. For more
information see www.education.gov.uk or
ask your school or college.

Learner Support Fund (LSF) is available to
contribute towards expenses for students
in certain circumstances. This will be paid
towards expenses incurred for books,
travel, lunch etc. You can also claim for
registered childcare for the hours you are
studying on site. Application forms are
available at each institution.

Payment made under these schemes
is dependent on an excellent rate of
attendance.
